FOUNDATION and subsequently The Squeaky Wheel Tour® was created by Jannel Rap in honor of her sister, Gina
Bos. Both musicians, Gina mysteriously disappeared from Lincoln, Nebraska 11 years ago (on October 17, 2000) after a
performance. Her car was found the next day with her guitar in the trunk, but there was no sign of Gina. Jannel realized in
her attempts to find her own sister that so many families were facing the same hurdles; their loved ones simply vanishing
with no media hook to garner the much-needed, ongoing attention to the disappearance of that person. Jannel had to do
something to change that. In 2001, she launched the SWT® and GINA Foundation. Since then, more than 1,000 people
have been found because of these efforts.

The Elizabeth Smart Foundation (www.elizabethsmartfoundation.org) supports GINA's cause and they are combining
efforts to help drive this year's Squeaky Wheel® Tour. Elizabeth's case garnered national attention and she is now an on-
air contributor to ABC's Good Morning America. Elizabeth and her father, Ed Smart, will appear at several of the SWT
events.
